GENERAL ACTIVITIES/THEMES

CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

NUMERACY & MATHS ~ Children will be supported to develop their knowledge of matching and sorting through a wide range of activities. We will be looking at matching and sorting by size, colour, and shape, through games, circletimes and grouptimes.
SCIENCES~ Staff will be encouraging the children to develop an understanding of the sun, moon and stars. Looking at time frames of when these appear, and time frames/periods of the day. Kelly will be helping the children make a time chart of events.

SOCIAL STUDIES ~ Will showcase the four seasons and the weather changes within these seasons, Amy will be helping the children to understand these changes in the weather and the effects this will have on the world around us. LITERACY & ENGLISH ~ This month we will be experiencing a wide range of writing materials, and exploring how they are used.
