GENERAL ACTIVITIES/THEMES
BABIES ~ The babies will looking at the theme of Autumn this month, going out on lots of nature walks to explore the effects this season has on their surrounding environment. BABY ROOM ~ 

EXPLORING & DISCOVERING ~ We will exploring and discovering our environment through lots of outdoor walks and play, seeing the changing effects on nature due to the Autumn weather. We will be collecting leaves, conkers, and twigs on our travels and using them to make lots of pictures, and Kim will be making a big display table to show you what we’re learning about.
BEING CREATIVE ~ We will be exploring our creative side, making lots of pictures and displays. We will be painting, gluing, junk modeling and getting very messy with some large experiences in the sand and flour with Val. All our collections on our travels will also be used in making pictures, prints and collages so keep your eyes peeled around the playroom to see all our creations.
TODDLER ROOM
CREATIVITY ~ We will be exploring our creative abilities through lots of creative activities with Yvonne and Charlotte. We will be making spooky and scary creatures, pumpkins and witches for Halloween. We will also be helping the staff in building our spooky house in the playroom, with lots of dressing up, ghosts, and potions to be making.
